A Public Hearing was held on Zone Case 6-96-Z.

The applicant has submitted an application requesting a Major Amendment to an
approved PD Planned Development District Formal Plan for PIN 413104b313, for the
redevelopment and expansion of the form Ryan’s Steakhouse as the Union Township
Branch of Clermont County Public Library. The proposed major modification will result
in substantial reconfiguration and expansion of the current structure and surrounding
ancillary improvements, plus a reduction in the overall parking on the site.

Mark Bredemeier commented on the following items of the staff report:
Item 1 and 5: The library is in agreement with these two items.

Item 2: As part of the due diligence they did meet with Clermont County Engineer and
had discussions with regarding potential changes to what is now Ryan’s Way if the
overpass happens along Gleneste-Withamsville Road. We would propose that when the
Township or the County gets to the point where they have a master plan for the sidewalks
in the area, which we would happy to participate at that time.

Item 3: The library as no issue with this in fact would encourage the traffic from the
adjacent apartments. One concern is the security of the library employees as well as the
residents. The library is willing to open discussion with the apartment complex.

Item 4: The library is certainly willing to landscaping and we know part of our final
submittal will have a detail landscaping plan.

Mr. Beamer in accordance with Section 680-687 of the Zoning Resolution, the Board of
Trustees made a motion to approve with some modifications a Major Amendment to an
approved PD Planned Development District and the accompanying Formal Development
Plan as submitted, with the following modification #1, 4, 5 as stated in the staff report and
as well would like to see at a future date as proposed walkway along Gleneste-
Withamsville Road frontage. Motion was seconded by Mr. McGee. Mr. Beamer — yea:
