ZONE CASE 3-02-2

Due to a conflict of interest, Mr. Walker removed himself from the
Zone Case.

The applicant, Gallenstein Companies, requesting approval for a zone

change from ER tc R-4 on property owned by William and Zara Woocd on
Round Bottom Rd.

Mr. Santeoro, Santorc Engineering, represented Gallenstelin Companies.
The property involved consists of approximately 121 acres to be used
for a variable housing development under the R-4 District. This
district is clearly intended for a planned land use development,

The purpose of the R-4 Single Family Variable Structure Zone 1is to
encourage development for structures that vary single family
structures, whether detached or attached that are in harmony with

existing residential areas located near the site. This will be
stage one of a two stage process, or a concept plan for a zoning
change. A number of exhibits were presented. Mr. Santoro explained

the difference in the ER plan and the R-4 plan. There will be a 17
acre slte to be made available to the Milford Schoel District. The
plan combines the use of 200 single-family detached structures and

91 attached structures. The overall proposed density would be 2.4

units per acre.

Mr. Wiedenbein asked about the green space and the school site. Mr.
Santoro said there were 121.5 acres and 36% would be set aside for
green space, and 17 acres for a school site. He said the Milford
Scheol District does like the site.

Two residents spoke in favor of the school site.
Fifteen residents spoke in opposition to the zone change.

Mr. McGee read a letter from Little Miami, Inc. in favor of the zone
change. He believed that Mr. Santoro said that the storm water
management plan was consistent with the Clermont County Soill and
Water Management Plan, and with the formal plan reguest we would
require a traffic management plan for off site road improvements
which are consistent with the traffic studies, and will be the
responsibility of the developer.

Mr. McGee made a motion to approve Zone Case 3-02-Z with the
following conditions: Reguire the develcoper to tile in the road with
Romohr Road with a gate separating that portion of the road; require
three access points to the development, one off Beechwood Road and
two off of Round Bottom Road as shown on the concept plan allowing
ingress and egress from the three directions unless they are not
recommended by the future traffic study, and the improvements to be
at the expense of the developer; requlre the developer to tie in
trunk lines in the vicinity of Romchr Road for future tap-ins for
sanitary sewers and to lock in 17 acres to be made available for the
Milford School District for their future needs of expansion. If the
Milford School District does not purchase this parcel within the
termination of the development, this parcel will be donated tfo Union
Township for the use of a park or left as grecn space. Motion
seconded by Mr. Wiedenbein. Mr. McGee-yea; Mr. Wiedenbein-yea.

ZONE CASE 19-85-7
Mr. Gels presented the zone case. The applicant, Wal-Mart,
reguesting a major amendment to the approved PD Plan. The case

inveolves a Wal-Mart Super Center located in the old Jackson square
property parcel that is adjacent to the existing Wal-Mart Store. The
new project will be 204,000 sq. ft. for a Super Retail Center.

The Zoning Commissiocn recommended approval of the zone change with
six conditicons.

Mr. Erin Matson of CESO, representing Wal-Mart, stated that they
were in the process of developing a plan to relocate the existing
Wal-Mart Store into a Wal-Mart Super Center directly behind the
store. He said that Wal-Mart was in agreement with the six
conditions placed by the Zoning Commission. He said they were
concerned with screening and buffering for the residential property
directly behind the store. They have developed an eight ft. high
privacy fence running the full length of their property line and
fronting it with 80 Norway Spruce Pine Trees. This was sent to the
adjacent property owners.

Mr. Walker asked if the screening and plants would be on Wal-Mart'’s
property and maintained by Wal-Mart. Mr. Matson assured the Becard
that they would be on Wal-Mart’s property and maintained by Wal-
Mart.

Mr. Hicks, 4307 Glen Este Withamsville Road, advised the Board of
nct recelving any informaticn on the screening. He said he owned
the house with one acre and his family owned the 1.64 acres that
runs up within 20 ft. cf Wal-Mart’s parking lot. He said the back
lot was zcned residential but if the zone change was approved, they
would have no choice but to develop it as commercial.

Mr. Scott Campbell, an attcrney with Thompson Hine in Columbus,
represented Super Value Holdings, Inc. which leases the property
adjacent to the Wal-Mart Super Center and operates the Bigg’'s
Supermarket. He advised the Board of the restrictive covenant that
effects the property where Wal-Mart plans to build their Super
Center.

He said the ccvenant states that there shall not ke a Super Market
built on the Jackson Center side of the property.

Mr. Walker sald the covenants and the zoning being considered here
tonight were mutually exclusive. There are still remedies for you
and your c¢lient in the courts to decide whether this 1s a wvalid
issue.
