Union Township Trustees

Mr. Jenkins explained that a Subway restaurant would be owned and operated by the Gilligan Oil
Company. Mr. Jenkins also explained that the building is 48 ft deep by 85 ft wide stating that they
would like to start construction this year and the construction would take approximately 120 days.

The applicant Gilligan Oil Company has submitted an application requesting Overlay District Plan
Approval for a single parcel of approximately 1.9 acres located on Elick lane. The applicant is
requesting that the existing building be tom down and a new larger store with the installation of
two new gasoline dispensers, a newly renovated car wash with drainage and screening
improvements that will be made to the site.

Mrs. Wiedenbein made a motion to approve Zone Case #13-06-0 Gilligan' Oil Company LLC also
known as the Elick Shell station on Elick Lane and 32 which will be demolished. Motion
seconded by Mr. Beamer.

Mrs. Wiedenbein asked if a Subway restaurant would be a part ofthis building.

Mr. Masters said that the tenant would have no problem attaching the swinging sign to the existing
pole.

Mr. Jenkins indicated that the building was originally proposed as a basic C­
store, but after further consideration, has elected to upgrade the building facade substantially. Mr.
Jenkins then produced a revised structure rendering with the understanding that the revised
building elevations produced at the meeting would be the required minimum architectural
performance standard.
