on behalf of this Board by the Township Administrator or the Township Clerk, not later than
December 4, 2002, and filed with this Board and with the County Auditor of the County of
Clermont, Ohio. The Bonds shall bear interest from the most recent date to which interest
has been paid, or if no interest has been paid, shall bear interest from December 15, 2002.
The Bonds shall mature in their consecutive serial order on December 135 in each year from
2003 to 2022, both inciusive, in such amounts as shall be specified in the Certificate of
Determination so that the aggregate amounts payable as principal of and interest on the
Bonds in each such year shall be substantially equal.

Contingent only upon execution of the Certificate of Determination, the Bonds are
hereby awarded and sold to Seasongood & Mayer, LLC, of Cincinnati ("Purchaser™"), at not
less than par and accrued imterest, if any, as shall be specified in the Certificate of
Determination. The Township Clerk or the Township Administrator 1s hereby authorized
and directed to execute and deliver on behalf of the Township a bond purchase agreement

with respect to the Bonds, in such form as shall be approved by bond counsel to the

Township.






Bonds which may be outstanding and mature after December 15, 2012, are subject
to redemption in whole or in part prior to maturity by the Township on such date or on any
date thereafter, at the redemption prices (expressed as percentages of the principal amount)
and on the dates specified in the Certificate of Determination, provided that no such
redemption price shall be more than 101 %, plus accrued interest to the redemption date.

If less than the entire unmatured portion of the Bonds be called for redemption at any
time or from time to time, they shall be called in inverse order of the maturities of the Bonds
at the time outstanding; and if less than all of the Bonds outstanding of one maturity are to
be called, the selection of such Bonds or portions of fully registered Bonds of such maturity
to be called shall be made by lot by the Registrar in such manner as the Registrar may
determine.

Notice of the call for any redemption of the Bonds, identifying by designation, letters,
number, or other distinguishing marks, the Bonds (in amounts of $5,000 or an integral
multiple thereof) or portions of Bonds to be redeemed, the redemption price to be paid, the
date fixed for redemption and the places where the amounts due upon such redemption are
payable, shall be given by mailing a copy of the redemption notice by first class mail at least
thirty days prior to the date fixed for redemption to DTC (as heremnafter defined) and to any
other depository requesting it (unless all of the Bonds are immobilized with DTC) and to the
registered owner of each Bond to be redeemed at the address shown on the registration books
to be maintained by the Registrar; provided, however, that failure to give such notice by
mailing, or any defect in such notice, shall not affect the validity of any proceedings for the
redemption of the Bonds. DTC or the owner or owners of Bonds may waive such notice in
writing, and in such event no notice of any kind need Be given with respect to the Bonds of
DTC or of such owner or owners to be so redeemed.

The Bonds will be issued and issuable only as fully registered bonds, in the name of
Cede & Co. as nominee for The Depository Trust Company (herein "DTC"), New York,
New York, as registered owner of the Bonds, and will be retained and immobilized in the

custody of DTC, which for all purposes will be and will be considered by the Township to

be the owner and holder of the Bonds.






Owners of book entry interests 1n the Bonds will not receive or have the right to
receive physical delivery of Bonds and (except for their rights under SECTION 12 hereof
and under the Undertaking therein defined) will not be or be considered by the Township to
be, and will not have any rights as, owners or holders of the Bonds under the proceedings
with respect to the Bonds. So long as DTC is considered the owner or holder of the Bonds,
the Township and the Registrar (as defined in SECTION 4 hereof) shall use their best efforts
to observe, to the extent applicable, the Recommended Uniform Practices contained in the
Joint Recommendations for Communicating With the Beneficial Owners of Defaulted
Municipal Securities, as published in the June 1, 1998, issue of The Bond Lawyer®: The
Journal of the National Association of Bond Lawyers, Volume 19, No. 2, as from time to
time amended.

In the event that the Township and the Registrar determine that neither DTC or any
successor securities depository shall operate as a securities depository for bonds of the
character of the Bonds, the Township in its discretion may attempt to have established a book
entry only securities depository relationship with another domestic or foreign securities
depository. If the Township does not do so or is unable to do so, it shall so advise the
Registrar, which, at the Township’s expense, shall make reasonable efforts to provide
appropriate notice to the book entry interest owners by notice to or through DTC.
Thereafter, as promptly as reasonably possible, the Township shall provide to the Registrar
and the Registrar shall authenticate and deliver to (or at the direction of} the book entry
interest owners fully registered Bonds in the denomination of $5,000 or any integral multiple
thereof (herein "Replacement Bonds") in the appropriate principal amounts, all at the expense
of such book entry interest owners; the Township may require payment, or provision for
pavment satisfactory to it, of such expense prior to delivery of the Replacement Bonds.
Replacement Bonds shall be Bonds for all purposes hereunder.

The Township Clerk or Township Administrator is hereby authorized to sign, on
behalf of the Township, and to deliver to DTC, a Blanket Issuer Letter of Representations
and "P&I Letter" in the forms required by DTC, and any other document reasonably

required by DTC, and the Township hereby requests that the Bonds be made eligible for
deposit by DTC.






The Bonds shall be issued in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit A,
which is by this reference incorporated herein, with such variations and insertions as shall
be necessary to conform to this resolution and applicable law.

SECTION 3. Title; Execution and Authentication. That the Bonds shall be
designated "Civic Center (Limited Tax) General Obligation Bonds, 2002 Series" and shall
state upon their faces the purpose for which and the legislation under which they are issued.
The Bonds shall be signed by each member of this Board and by the Township Clerk,
provided that any or ail of such officers may execute the Bonds by his or her facsimile
signature, as provided for by Revised Code Sections 9.10, 9.11 and 9.96. No Bond shall
be valid or obligatory for any purpose or shall be entitled to any security or benetit under
this resolution unless and until a certificate of authentication, as printed on the Bond, is
signed by the Registrar as authenticating agent. Authentication by the Registrar shall be
conclusive evidence that the Bond so authenticated has been duly issued, signed and
delivered under this resolution and is entitled to the security and bepefit of this resolution,
The certificate of authentication may be signed by any officer or officers or employee or
employees of the Registrar, or by another person acting as an agent of the Registrar and
approved by the Township Clerk or Township Administrator on behalf of the Township. It
shall not be necessary that the same person sign the certificate of authentication on all of the
Bonds.

SECTION 4. Designation of Registrar. The Huntington National Bank, Columbus,
Ohio, is hereby designated to act as the authenticating agent, transfer agent, bond registrar,
and paying agent (collectively, the "Registrar”) for the Bonds. The Township Clerk or
Township Adrninistrétor is hereby authorized to execute, on behalf of the Township, an
agreement with the Registrar with respect to its duties as such, and its compensation for
acting as such, in a form approved by bond counsel to the Township.

SECTION 5. Payment of Principal and Interest. The principal of and interest on
the Bonds shall be payable in lawful money of the United States of America without
deduction for any registration, transfer, exchange, collection, payment or other service
charge. Principal shall be payable when due upon presentation and surrender of the Bonds

at the main office of the Registrar. Interest on each Bond shall be paid on each Interest Date






by check or draft mailed to the person in whose name the Bond is registered at the close of
business on the 15th day of the calendar month next preceding that Interest Date ("Record
Date"), on the Bond Register (as defined in SECTION 6 hereof) at the address of such
person appearing on the Bond Register.

SECTION 6. Bond Registrar; Exchanges. So long as any of the Bonds remain
outstanding, the Township will cause to be maintained and kept by the Registrar, at its main
office, a register for the purpose of effecting the exchange, transfer and payment of Bonds
as provided in this SECTION and in Section 133.41 of the Revised Code ("Bond Register”).
Subject to the provisions of SECTION 35 hereof, the person in whose name any Bond is
registered on the Bond Register shall be regarded as the absolute owner thereof for all
purposes of this resolution. Payment of or on account of the principal of and interest on any
Bond shall be made only to or on the order of that person. Neither the Township nor the
Registrar shall be affected by any notice to the contrary, but the registration may be changed
as provided in this SECTION. All payments shall be valid and effectual to satisfy and
discharge the Township’s liability upon the Bond, including the interest thereon, to the extent
of the amount or amounts so paid.

Any Bond, upon presentation and surrender at the main office of the Registrar,
together with a request for exchange signed by the registered owner or by a person legally
empowered to do so, in a form satisfactory to the Registrar, may be exchanged for Bonds
of any authorized denomination or denominations. A Bond may be transferred only on the
Bond Register, upon presentation and surrender of the Bond at the main office of the
Registrar, together with an assignment executed by the registered owner or by a person
legally empowered to do so, in a form satisfactory to the Registrar. Upon exchange or
transfer, the Registrar shall complete, authenticate and deliver a new Bond or Bonds of any
authorized denomination or denominations requested by the owner equal in the aggregate to
the unmatured principal amount ot the Bond or Bonds surrendered, and bearing interest at
the same rate and maturing on the same date.

If a manunal signature or signatures on behalf of the Township are required, the
Registrar shall undertake the exchange or transfer of Bonds only after signing of the new

Bonds by the officer or officers of the Township authorized under this resolution. In all






cases in which Bonds are exchanged or transferred, the Township shall sign and the
Registrar shall authenticate and deliver Bonds in accordance with the provisions of this
resolution. The exchange or transfer shall be without charge to the owner, except that the
Township and the Registrar may make a charge sufficient to retmburse them for any tax or
other governmental charge required to be paid with respect to the exchange or transfer. The
Township or the Registrar may require that those charges, if any, be paid before the
procedure is begun for the exchange or transfer of the Bonds. All Bonds issued upon any
exchange or transfer shall be the valid obligations of the Township, evidencing the same
debt, and entitled to the same security and benefit under this resolution, as the Bonds
surrendered upon that exchange or transfer.

Any Bond surrendered to the Registrar pursuant to this resolution for the purpose of
payment or retirement, or for exchange, replacement or transfer, shall be canceled by the
Registrar. The Township may at any time deliver to the Registrar for cancellation any Bond
previously authenticated and delivered hereunder which the Township may have acquired in
any lawfui manner whatsoever, and all Bonds so delivered shall be promptly canceled by the
Registrar. Written reports of the surrender and cancellation of Bonds shall be made to the
Township Clerk by the Registrar at least once each calendar year. The canceled Bonds shall
be retained for a reasonable period of time and then returmed to the Township or destroyed
by the Registrar as directed by the Township Clerk, or otherwise as may from time to time
be required by the Auditor of State or his or her successor or successors.

SECTION 7. Disposition of Proceeds. That the proceeds from the sale of the
Bonds, except accrued interest and premium, if any, shall be credited to a separate and
distinct fund of the Township, which shall be maintaiﬁed in a separate bank account, and
used only for the purposes set forth in SECTION 1 hereot; any accrued interest or premium
recetved from such sale shall be credited to the Bond Retirement Fund, to be applied to the
payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds in the manner provided by law.

SECTION 8. Tax Levy; Unexpended Balance. That for the purpose of providing
the necessary funds to pay the debt charges on the Bonds when and as due, there shall be
and is hereby levied upon all of the taxable property in the Township, within the ten mill tax

limitation, in addition to all other taxes, a direct tax annually during the period the Bonds






are to run, within the limitations imposed by Article X1I, Section 2, of the Constitution of
Ohio and Section 5705.02 of the Revised Code, in an amount sufficient to provide for the
payment of said interest, when and as the same shall fall due, and also to discharge the
principal of the Bonds as they serially mature, which tax shall not be less than the interest
and sinking fund tax required by Article XII, Section 11, of the Constitution of Ohio. Said
tax shall be and is hereby ordered computed, certified, levied and extended upon the tax
duplicate and collected by the same officers in the same manner and at the same time that
taxes for general purposes for each of said vears are certified, extended and collected. The
funds derived from said levies hereby required shall be placed in a separate and distinct fund
and, together with interest collected on the same, shall be urrevocably pledged for the
payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds when and as the same fall due.

Any unexpended balance remaining in the fund to which the proceeds of sale of the
Bonds are credited after the cost and expenses of the improvements and lawful costs incident
to the issuance of the Bonds have been paid, shall be used for the payment of the principal
of and interest on the Bonds until paid in full and for no other purpose.

SECTION 9. Findings and Pledge. That it is hereby determined that all acts,
conditions and things necessary to be done by this Board precedent to and in the issuing of
the Bonds in order to make them legal, valid and binding general obligations of the
Township have been done, have happened and have been performed in regular and due form
as required by law; that the full faith, credit and taxing power of the Township are hereby
irrevocably pledged for the prompt payment of the principal thereof and interest thereon at
maturity; and that no limitation of indebtedness or taxation, either statutory or constitutional,
will have been exceeded in issuing the Bonds.

SECTION 10. Tax Provisions. That this Board, for and on behalf of the Township,
covenants that

(1) the Township will assure that the proceeds of the Bonds are not so
used as to cause the Bonds to satisfy the private business tests of
section 141(b) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 as in effect on
the date of issuance of the Bonds or (except as otherwise referenced

herein) as it may be amended to apply to obligations issued on that

date, together with applicable temporary and final regulations
promulgated thereunder ("Code");

the Township shall not take any action or permit or suffer any action
to be taken if the result of the same would be to cause any of the
Bonds to be "federally guaranteed" within the meaning of scction
149(b) of the Code;

the Township shall take any and all actions necessary to assure
compliance with section 148(f) of the Code, relating to the rebate of
excess investment earnings, if any, to the federal government, to the
extent that such section is applicable to the Bonds;

the Township shall not take, or permit or suffer to be taken, any
action with respect to the proceeds of the Bonds which, if such action
had been reasonably expected to have been taken, or had been
deliberately and intentiomally taken, on the date of issuance of the
Bonds would have caused the Bonds to be "arbitrage bonds" within the
meaning of section 148 of the Code; and

the Township shall take all actions necessary to assure the exclusion
of interest on the Bonds from the gross income of the owners of the
Bonds to the same extent as such interest is permitted to be excluded

from gross income under the Code as in effect on the date of issuance

of the Bonds.

The Township Clerk or Township Administrator is authorized and directed to give
an appropriate certificate on behalf of the Township, 6n the date of delivery of the Bonds
for inclusion in the transcript of proceedings, setting forth the facts, estimates,
circumstances, reasonable expectations, covenants, and elections of the Township pertaining
to the use of the proceeds thereof and the provisions of section 148 of the Code.

The Township hereby acknowledges that the Bonds are deemed designated for
purposes ot paragraph (3) of section 265(b) of the Code and represents that not more than
$10,000,000 aggregate principal amount of obligations the interest on which is excludable

(under section 103(a) of the Code) from gross income for federal income tax purposes
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(excluding (a) private activity bonds, as defined in section 141 of the Code, except qualified
501(c)(3) bonds as defined in section 145 of the Code and (b) current refunding obligations
to the extent the amount of the refunding obligation does not exceed the outstanding amount
of the refunded obligation), including the Bonds, has been or will be issued by the
Township, including all subordinate entities of the Township, during calendar year 2002.

SECTION 11. Delivery; Preliminary and Final Official Statements. The
Township Clerk and Township Administrator are hereby authorized and directed to do all
things lawful and necessary to effect delivery of the Bonds to the Purchaser, and are further
authorized and directed (i) to execute and deliver on behalf of the Township a final Official
Statement with respect to the Bonds, in appropriate form, and (ii) to give an appropriate
certificate on behalf of the Township, on the date of delivery of the Bonds for inclusion in
the transcript of proceedings, relating to the preliminary and final Official Statements with
respect to the Bonds. Distribution of a prelimmary Official Statement with respect to the
Bonds is hereby approved, ratified, and confirmed.

SECTION 12. Covenant With Respect to Undertaking. 'That this Board, for and
on behalf of the Township, hereby covenants and agrees, for the benefit of the holders of
the Bonds, to enter into a written undertaking (the "Undertaking") required by Rule 15¢2-12
promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission pursuant to the Securities and
Exchange Act of 1924 (the "Rule”) to provide contnuing disclosure of certain financial
information and operating data and timely notices of the occurrence of certain events in
accordance with the Rule. The Undertaking shall be enforceable by the holders of Bonds
or by the Purchaser on behalf of such holders (provided that the Purchaser’s right to enforce
the provisions of the Undertaking shall be limited to a right o obtain specific enforcement
of the Township’s obligations hereunder and under the Undertaking), and any failure by the
Township to comply with the provisions of the Undertaking shall not be deemed a default
with respect to the Bonds.

The Township Clerk or Township Administrator shall provide a Continuing
Disclosure Certificate for inclusion in the transcript of proceedings, setting forth the terms

of the Township’s Undertaking. Any such officer shall make or cause to be made any filing
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required by such Continuing Disclosure Certificate, when and as required thereby, and any
such officer’s or officers’ prior such filing is hereby ratified and confirmed.

SECTION 13. Insurance and Rating. 1f recommended by the Purchaser, the
Township Clerk or Township Administrator may apply for and obtain an insurance policy,
insuring payment of principal of and interest on the Bonds, from a reputable insurance
company authorized to do business in the State of Ohio, and may make provision for
payment of the premium for such policy, and any related costs, from lawfully available
Township funds. Such officers are authorized and directed (1} to obtain and (from the same
source) if they deem reasonably necessary pay for a rating on the Bonds from a rating
agency of national repute, if recommended by the Purchaser, any actions heretofore taken
by such officers in that regard being hereby ratified and confirmed, and (ii) to provide for
payment from the same source of printing and delivery costs of the Bonds and the
preliminary and final Official Statements mentioned herein, fees and related expenses of bond
counsel to the Township, and any other legal fees and costs (including, without implied
limitation, fees of the Ohio Municipal Advisory Council) reasonably related to issuance of
the Bonds.

SECTION 14. Dispensing with Second Reading. The Board upon majority vote
does hereby dispense with the requirement that this resolution be read on two separate days,
and hereby authorizes the adoption of this resolution upon its first reading.

SECTION 15. Effective Date. This resolution shall take effect on December 12,
2002, betng thirty (30) days following the filing of this resolution with the Township Clerk.

SECTION 16. Sunshine Law Finding. That this Board hereby finds and determines
that all formal actions relative to the adoption of this resolution were taken in one or more
open meetings of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and of its committees,
if any, which resulted in such formal actions, were taken in meetings open to the public, in
full compliance with applicable legal requirements, including (without implied limitation)
Section 121.22 of the Revised Code.

SECTION 17. Filing of Resolution. That the Township Clerk or Township
Administrator is hereby directed to file a certified copy of this resolution with the County
Auditor of the County of Clermont, Ohito.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Township Trustees of Unton Township ("Board").
Clermont County, Ghio:

SECTION 1. That the Township Clerk, as fiscal officer, be and 1s hercby requested to
certifv to this Board the estimated life or period of usefulness of all the permanent improvements to
be financed with the proceeds of the sale of the Bonds, and the estimated maximum maturity of the
Bonds, as provided in Sections 133.19 and 133 .20 of the Revised Code.
