! The Union Township Board of Trustees, Clennont County, Ohio met in regular session

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees ("Board") has received numerous complaints

regarding the noise, nuisance and general inconvenience of the practice of collecting

solid waste, refuse and garbage between the hours of7:00 pm and 5:30 am; and

WHEREAS, the Board desires to adopt a Resolution establishing standards for collection

of solid waste, refuse and garbage; and

WHEREAS, the Board is empowered by Ohio Revised Code Section 504.04 to exercise

all powers of local self-government within the unincorporated area of the township, other

than powers that are in conflict with general laws; and

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of Union Township,

Clennont County, Ohio by authority of Chapter 504 of the Ohio Revised Code, as

follows:

SECTION 1. On all streets, highways and private roads within the limits of Union
Township and under the jurisdiction of Union Township, all collection of
solid waste, refuse and garbage shall be limited to the hours of 5:30 am to
7:00pm.

SECTION 2. That the Township Administrator, upon receipt of a written request, may
set alternative time limits for specific streets or areas if the Administrator
determines that waste collection outside the stated time limits poses a
safety hazard on streets in the township. In determining if a safety hazard
exists, the Administrator may consider whether the collection is on (1) a
street with a high traffic accident count; (2) a street with a posted speed
limit of 55 MPH; (3) a street in which the geometric design creates a line
of sight obstruction.

SECTION 3. That the fine imposed for violation ofthis Resolution be set at $500 for the
first violation and $1,000 for each subsequent violation.
