Cemetery Division: 
 
 

 The landscape area around the small gazebo was enhanced with the 
addition of purple and pink petunias around the perimeter, and six 
hanging ferns.  A dead rose bush was removed, and a new one was 
planted.  In addition, the landscape in front of the office was planted in 
pink and purple petunias and yellow marigolds.  The side entrances to 
the cemetery were weeded and planted with large, red salvia.  The 
entire cemetery has been landscaped, and we have received many 
compliments. 

 
 Trimming around all markers continued.  In addition, markers were 
raised and leveled.  Government markers were installed free of charge 
for the veterans. Grave sites were filled, seeded and strawed 
throughout the cemetery. Fallen vases were reattached to markers, 
and new vases installed. 

 
 Brush was cleared along the fence line, and areas of leaves were 
removed. 

 
 Mowing of the cemetery continued, along with mowing of new Sections 
13 & 14, and Heritage Memorial Grove. 

 
 Temporary signs were placed with the rules requesting that Memorial 
Day decorations be removed two weeks after the holiday. 

 
 

 
 In addition to the overall maintenance of the cemetery, funerals were 
performed on an approximately daily basis.  Twelve funerals (totaling 
$5400) were held May 7-May 20.  There were 17 new grave sites 
purchased (totaling $9350), all in Section 13.  Sympathy cards were 
sent to the grieving families. 



 
 

 Preliminary plans were made for the 2nd Annual Lantern Lighting 
Ceremony.  This community event will be held on Saturday, 
September 12 from 5:00 PM until 7:30 PM.  The ceremony will be 
published in the summer “Talk of the Township”.  The event will 
include dinner, music and the decorating of lanterns.   

 
 
 
 
 
 
Road Division: 

 
 We poured concrete drainage aprons on Craig Rd.  This finished our 
drainage improvement project from the fall of last year.  Channel 
protection was added as well.
