wherever possible in order to carry out the full intent of the parties. But if there is a conflict or
inconsistency between any provision(s) of the Agreement and those contained in an attachment
or document incorporated herein, the provision(s) granting greater rights or remedies to the
CCTID, or imposing the greater duty, standard, responsibility or obligation on the Consultant
shall govern.

Section Two. TERM

This Agreement shall take effect beginning on the Effective Date, and shall continue until
March 14, 2011 and the Services are completed to the satisfaction of the CCTID, subject to
modification upon such terms and conditions as mutually agreed upon by the parties.

Section Three. COMPENSATION

As compensation for performance of the Services under this Agreement, the CCTID shall
pay Consultant a total amount not to exceed Thirty Six Thousand and 00/100 Dollars
($36,000,00). CCTID shall make payment to the Consultant within thirty (30) days following the
CCTrD's receipt of invoice for Consultant's invoice for the Services satisfactorily rendered, as
determined by the CCTID.

Section Four. OWNERSHIP

For the purposes of this Agreement, "work or work product" includes, but is not limited
to, any work developed or produced during the performance of this Agreement by the Consultant
or the Consultant's employees, independent contractors, agents or Subconsultants, whether
individually or jointly with the CCTID. The Consultant expressly acknowledges that all right.
title and interest to all work or work product developed or produced under this Agreement and all
copies thereof are the sole property of the CCTlD. All work or work product may be used by the
CCTJD in whole or in part or in a modified form for such purposes as it deems advisable,
without further employment or payment of additional compensation to Consultant or its
Subconsultants. The Consultant may retain copies of work or work product for information and
reference only.

Section Five. TERMINATION

This Agreement terminates per its term in Section Two. above, however, the CCTID, at
its option, may terminate this Agreement, for any reason, or for no reason, by giving written
notice to Consultant of such termination and specifying the effective date thereof.

Section Six. CONFLICT OF INTEREST

a. This Agreement does not preclude or restrict the Consultant from contracting for
Services with parties other than the CCTID, the County, the Townships, or the SWCD, provided
that the other contractual Services shall not be permitted to impede the Consultant's ability to
timely perform the Services required under this Agreement. The Consultant warrants thaI at the
time of entering into this Agreement it has no interest in any contract that would impede its
ability to professionally and independently perform the Services under this Agreement
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b. The Consultant further warrants that it is aware of no improper personal financial
or other beneficial interest on the part of any member of the CCTID, its employees or officers, or
any employee or officer of the CCTID, of the County, of the Townships, or of the SWCD
involved in the development of the specifications, the negotiation, or the performance of this
Agreement. The Consultant has no knowledge of any situation that would constitute a conflict of
interest. It is understood that a conflict of interest occurs when an employee or officer will gain
financially or receive personal benefit or favors as a resull of procuring, signing, negotiation or
implementation of this Agreement.

c. The Consultant will report the discovery of any potential conflict of interest to the
CCTID. Should a conflict of interest be discovered during the term of this Agreement, the
CCTID may exercise any right it may have under the Agreement including termination

Section Seven. INDEMNIFICATION

The Consultant shall save, protect, defend, indemnify and hold harmless the CCTID, the
County, the Townships, and their respective boards, chairmen, trustees, members, officers,
employees, agents and volunteers from and against any and all liabilities, losses, penalties,
damages, selliements, or costs of every kind and character, to the extent they arise out of or in
connection with the wrongful or negligent acts, errors or omissions of the Consultant, its
employees, officers, agents, suhconsultants or independent contractors, that are related either
directly or indirectly to the performance of Services and work under this Agreement. The
Consultant agrees to pay all damages, costs and expenses of the CCTID, the County, the
Townships, the SWCD, and their respective boards, chairmen, trustees, members, officers,
employees, agents and volunteers in defending any action arising out of the aforementioned
wrongful or negligent acts, errors or omissions. The parties expressly agree that this provision
shall survive the termination or expiration of this Agreement.

Section Eight. INSURANCE

a. It shall be the responsibility of the Consultant to protect itself, its employees and
agents, and the CCTID, the County, the Townships, the SWCD, and their respective boards,
chairmen, trustees, members, officers, employees, agents and volunteers from any and all
liability claims that may arise from operations carried out in the performance of this Agreement,
due to the negligent or wrongful acts, errors or omissions of the Consultant, its employees,
officers, agents or independent contractors.

b. During the term of this Agreement, the Consultant will provide, pay for and
maintain in full force and effect the insurance coverages and terms and conditions satisfactory to
the CCTro.

Section Nine. NO EMPLOYEE/EMPLOYER RELATIONSHIP

The parties acknowledge and agree that this Agreement does not create an
employee/employer relationship and that no such relationship exists between the parties.

Section Ten. NO THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARY
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The parties acknowledge and agree that this Agreement is not intended to, nor does it,
create rights in any third parties to the Agreement.

Section Eleven. GOVERNING LAW AND COMPLIANCE

The laws of the State of Ohio shall govern this Agreement and the performance of this
Agreement and the Consultant agrees and the Consultant certifies thai it (and all Subconsullants
who will provide direct or indirect Services under Ihis Agreement) will comply with all
requirements of the Agreement and all applicable stale and federal laws and regulations,
including its ongoing compliance with any and all applicable Ohio Campaign Finance laws,
including but nOI limited to all applicable sections of Ohio Revised Code and related restrictions
and disclosures, or any other applicable rules and regulations in performing ils Services
hereunder. The Consultant accepts full responsibility for payment of any and all unemployment
compensation premiums, all income tax deductions, pension deductions, and any and all other
laxes or payroll deductions required for the performance of the Services by the Consultant's
employees, if any.

Section Twelve. NOTICE

All notices provided for in this Agreement, including, but not limited to, notices of
defaull hereunder and termination of this Agreement, shall be in writing and shall be deemed to
have been properly given (a) upon receipt if delivered in person or by a nationally recognized
overnight courier service with receipt confirmed or (b) as of the third business day after being
sent by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, postage prepaid, addressed as
follows:

The parties further acknowledge and agree that any legal action brought pursuant to the
Agreement will be filed in the courts located in Clermont County, Ohio, and Ohio law will
apply.

Section Fifteen. INTEGRATION

This instrument and its attachment(s) embody the entire Agreement of the parties. There
are no promises, terms, conditions or obligations other than those contained herein; and this
Agreement shall supersede all previous communications, representations or contracts, either
wrilten or oral, between the parties to this Agreement.

Section Sixteen. SEVERABILITY

If any term or provision of this Agreement or the application thereof to any person or
circumstance shall, is held invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement or the
application of such term or provision to persons or circumstances other than those as to which it
is held invalid or unenforceable, shall not be affected thereby. Instead, each and every term and
provision of this Agreement not held invalid or unenforceable shall be valid and enforced to the
fullest extent permitted by law.

Section Seventeen. WAIVER

Any waiver by either party of any provision or condition of this Agreement shall not be
construed or deemed to be a waiver of any other provision or condition of this Agreement, nor a
waiver of a subsequent breach of the same provision or condition.

Section Eighteen. SURVIVAL OF TERMS

In addition to any provisions that may expressly provide for survival following expiration
or termination of this Agreement, those provisions of the Agreement which by their very nature
are incapable of being performed or enforced prior to expiration or termination of this
Agreement or which suggest at least partial performance or enforcement following such
expiration or termination, shall survive any such expiration or termination of this Agreement or
an individual Schedule.

LET THE RECORD SHOW:  Mr. Wharton noted that Ken Geis, Union Township Administrator, is 
unable to attend the Board meeting today.  Cory Wright, Union Township Assistant Administrator, 
is in attendance representing Mr. Geis, as a non-voting attendee.  
 
 
B. Approval of Minutes 
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 Motion by Mr. Manger, seconded by Mr. Fronk, to approve the minutes of the April 
9, 2010 Regular Meeting of the Clermont County Transportation Improvement District, as 
submitted, upon roll call vote, carried with members present voting aye. 

 
C.  Transportation Improvement Projects Progress Updates  
 

1. OKI/ICC Update � Larry Fronk advised that Clermont Transportation Connection is 
participating in a ridership survey through OKI and reported funding requests for projects 
in Clermont County were approved.  The projects include the Old SR 74 Widening project 
(CCTID), US 50/SR 131/Milford Parkway Improvements Project (City of Milford), funding 
for two forty feet buses (CTC), Clermont County ITS project (CCTID) and construction of a 
maintenance facility (CTC). A TIP Administrative Modification was approved for a sidewalk 
project in Miami Township and a repaving project on SR 125.    

2. Eastern Corridor � Mr. Spinney welcomed Hans Jindal, ODOT District 8 Director, to the 
meeting. Andy Fluegemann, ODOT, advised that he is waiting on funds for the project to 
schedule the kick off meeting.  He is also working on getting URS under contract for 
services. Ted Hubbard, Hamilton County, noted that the Hamilton County TID will be 
presenting a resolution to transfer local match funds at the May 17th meeting.  
Representatives are in consensus with the financial plan but are unsure as to how to 
proceed. The HCTID will also extend the REMI contract at the May meeting.  Mr. Wharton 
noted that we can�t lose track of funding. Mr. Spinney noted that the CCTID hasn�t taken 
official action for additional funding but it is budgeted.  Mr. Spinney noted that both TIDs 
will need assistance from ODOT to overcome challenges with this project.  

3. Eastern Corridor Segment IVa � Susan Daniels, TranSystems, advised that they are 
updating mapping for design work. They have started environmental work.   Ms. Daniels 
noted that a kickoff meeting has not been set but she is working with ODOT to get 
scheduled. They will be working on building scenarios, crash analyses and the red flag 
studies during May.   

4. IR-275/SR 32 Interchange � Andy Fluegemann, ODOT, reported that Stage II plans 
were due on May 5th. He noted that further analysis is needed for the structures at the 
Aicholtz Connecter Project. Mr. Wharton received the right of way plans.  Mr. Wharton 
noted that the alternatives need to be explored instead of utilizing the noise wall.  
Residents in the area have expressed concerns regarding noise walls and most would 
rather not have them. This may require a further set back and acquisition of more 
property.   

5. Eastgate North Frontage Road � Mr. Stephenson stated that during a quarterly 
meeting with ODOT, they advised that the project is on schedule.  ODOT is continuing to 
work with the Federal Highway Administration relative to obtaining the earmark funding.  
A change order is needed for the ME contract to reflect an increase for clearance to do the 
appraisals on county parcels. Additional task orders will be processed upon receipt of the 
earmark funding. 

6. Wolfpen-Pleasant Hill Road Improvements � Mike Sewell, GSP, advised the Board 
that they are working on modifying notes for the soil tests.  Additional work is needed on 
sidewalk grading and a change order is needed to make minor changes to plans for the 
west side of the road for sidewalks. Larry Fronk thanked all involved for their work on the 
sidewalks for this project. Mr. Stephenson noted that the right of way acquisitions are 
moving along and the final plans should be received from Duke Energy this month.      

7. Business 28 - Phase 1 Improvements � Kathy Carsey, B&N, reported that she is 
working with Doug Royer, CCEO, and the County on revisions to the storm sewers.  
Stantec is is proceeding with the right-of-way acquisition and is on schedule. Issues 
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concerning the environmental documents have been addressed and will be resubmitted 
next week.    

8. SR 28 (I-275 to Castleberry) �Andy Shahan, LJB, stated that the issues with Stage 3 
review are completed and they will be working on survey records and deeds.  The plans 
for design are almost complete. Craig Stephenson noted that Milford City Council will need 
to vote on the private drive issue prior to moving forward with the right of way work.  Mr. 
Manger noted that the interchange project is on schedule to be completed in 2013.   

9. Clough Pike Improvements � Dave Wormald, URS, reported Stage 2 plans were 
submitted to ODOT. Revisions are being made to the waterline plans and there are still 
working on the Phase 2 ESA investigation and report.  Comments have been completed 
and are being reviewed for Stage 2 plans. Stage 3 should be submitted in August.  Mr. 
Stephenson noted that the Clough Pike Widening project is to be constructed in 2013 with 
right of way beginning next year.  Mr. Wharton noted that this project should be slated for 
OPWC funds.  Mr. Stephenson noted that the right of way for this project is unfunded.  Mr. 
Manger noted the Union Township officials and TID members will need to discuss the 
funding needs for this project.       

10. Stonelick-Williams Corner Covered Bridge � Mr. Stephenson noted that Stage 1 plans 
are in process and will be submitted next week for review. Smolen will receive 
authorization to proceed with final design upon approval of the Stage 1 plans by CCTID 
and ODOT. 

11. US 50 Improvements � Craig Stephenson reported the bid specifications have been 
revised and are under reviewed by the County Prosecutor�s Office.  The project should be 
out to bid within a few weeks.    

12. SR 32 East � Mike Ciotola, ME, advised that the joint meeting with ODOT Districts 8 & 9 
will occur on May 21st. Mr. Ciotola noted that discussion will focus on the interchange 
spacing issues and he thanked Keith Smith, ODOT, for setting up the meeting with the 
district staff and the CCTID Board.   

13. Tina Drive Extension � Scott Campbell, EMH&T, advised that the next public 
involvement meeting is scheduled for May 26th.  Issues involving the noise wall and 
environmental issues need to be resolved within the project area. Discussion was held on 
a possible extension and how funding could be applied for the extension.   

14. Aicholtz Connector � Steve Wharton advised that this project is in a holding pattern.  
Further discussion will need to occur with Andy Fluegemann, ODOT, relative to the major 
PDP project in the Ivy Pointe area.   

15. SR450 Improvements � Mike Ciotola, ME, advised that he received the environmental 
documents yesterday and will submit the CE documents. He is continuing work on the 
final plans and should be completed by the end of May.   
 

16. US50/SR131 & Milford Parkway/Chamber Drive � Bob Bailey, Bayer Becker, advised 
that the public meeting was held May 12th.  Issues with River�s Edge Development and 
egress at the soccer fields seem to be major concerns. Mr. Bailey is working on compiling 
the comments from the public meeting and finalizing the scope.    

 
17. US50/SR450/Eastman Drive Improvements � Ron Roberts, Roberts Engineering, 

advised that he submitted striping changes as a short term solution to congestion issues 
and will work on a long term solution as well.    

 
18. SR 28 Improvements (Branch Hill-Guinea to SR 48) � Craig Stephenson noted that 

the project team met in April and discussed the north leg of the Branch Hill-Guinea Area.  
Alignment changes will most likely be needed. Kleingers & Associates has completed the 
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ESA screens and are working on scoping the remaining tasks. Timing improvements with 
other projects need to be analyzed further.

Transportation Analysis Zones 
Transportation analysis zones (TAZ’s) in Clermont County were subdivided as part of the development 
of the Clermont County travel demand model (TDM).  This subdivision allowed more detailed analysis of 
land development and roadway network improvements.  It is assumed (based on communications with 
OKI staff) that the appropriate model to utilize for this study will be OKI Model Version 7.6.  HNTB will 
compile a TAZ structure and numbering scheme for the Eastern Corridor TDM according to the same 
methodology utilized for the Clermont County TDM.  The Clermont County TAZ’s will be included in the 
model, and a numbering scheme will be developed.

A GIS process will be conducted to 
identify the portion of each TAZ that falls within 1/2 and 1/2 mile distances of existing transit stops. This 
data will be used to update the PC Walk file, an input into the mode choice model. No other mode choice 
parameters will be modified as part of this scope of service, as updated on-board transit surveys are 
not yet available. HNTB staff will meet with the Eastern Corridor Partners, as defined in Task 2.9, after 
which two sets of revisions will be completed by HNTB.  HNTB will schedule and attend one meeting 
with SORTA to review and confirm transit routes.

One million square feet 
of development is being discussed.  Although many of the casino trips will be off-peak, 
the impact to employment levels, and therefore overall trips, is anticipated to be 
significant. 

 OKI indicated that county level figures for population and employment should remain 
constant for each analysis year.
